he evolution of HSQ™ has been fairly easy

to follow - from rock influenced classical to
classically influenced rock to, sometimes, just plain
rock. The latter is probably the best way to describe
this CD - just plain rock.

For all you “hard-core classical” people out there
who think one type of music is better than the
other - allow me to dissuade you from your lifelong
bias. Good music is good music. If it gives rise to
anything at all within you as you listen, then in my
humble opinion, it is art.

HSQ has, on this CD, risen to the pinnacle of its
rock-dom. It is aggressive, pounding, virtuosic

yet not without its palette cleansing moments
of tenderness.

HSQ shows its range here - broad and horizontal
through a myriad of expressions to flagrant and
vertical through a temporal range of styles.

If you decide this is your cup of tea, listen to it loud 4
or don't bother - remember, if you need to zone out 1
-you can always get that other string quartet off the Tﬂk@ﬂ =
shelf and listen to some Haydn (not a disparaging m:one’:, =g
